From Your Pastorõs Heart   
PRECIOUS BLESSINGSðhave been poured out on our 
family in recent days as Brenda has been improving and 
recovering from a severe case of diabetes.  We have been 
richly blessed and deeply touched by all the love and care 
the St. Clair Southern family has generously shown to us.  
Your many prayers, calls, cards, food and concern for my 
dear wife have humbly made me see again and again what 
a privilege it is to be in this church family. 

 When Brendaôs treatment began, there was much we 
did not know and much that was uncertain.  And yes, to be 
perfectly honest, it was more than a little frightening.  David 
admitted he was afraid in Psalm 56:3.  To be afraid is to be 
ñfilled with fear and apprehensionò.  That word ñafraidò is all 
too familiar to all of us! 

 Most of our fears have to do with our lives or the lives of 
those we love either being harmed or coming to an end.  
Many things can harm us or our loved onesðfinancial  
problems, family conflict or even sickness like diabetes.  
There is no shortage of things that make us fearful! 

 The biggest one of all is death itself!  I must admit that 
Brenda and I wondered about that possibility as she spent 
day after day in the ICU.  Now many people proudly march 
through life as if they are in complete control and as if they 
can handle anything that comes their way, only to tremble 
in fear when they come to deathôs door!  The skeptic David 
Hume had doubted and disrespected Christianity for most 
of his life.  But when he was near death, he whimpered that 
he was afraid and in the ñdeepest darknessò. 

 The David who wrote Psalm 56:3 was the same man 
who stood fearlessly before the giant Goliath, but he was 
ñvery much afraidò when he wrote this psalm.  He was in 
the land of the Philistines, where he didnôt belong, and he 
thought that King Achish would soon kill him (see                 
I Sam. 21:12).  But then David calmed himself, looked to 
God, and wrote:  ñWhenever I am afraid, I will trust in You.ò 

 ñWheneverò means ñat any or every timeò.  Itôs a      
beautiful word in Psalm 56:3!  David says at any time he 
finds himself filled with fear, he will trust in God.  Every time 
he is afraid, he will trust God.  Trusting God is always the 
best antidote and cure for fear. 

 Are you frightened by the thought of death?  Trust in 
God!  He has made tremendous promises about death and 

He has shown Himself to be completely faithful to His 
promises.  God has promised that His people will not face 
death alone, that He Himself will meet them in the ñvalley 
of the shadow of deathò and He will safely shepherd them 
through it (Psalm 23:4).  He has promised that at the very 
moment of death, the souls of His people will go           
immediately into His presence (II Cor. 5:6-8).  And He has 
promised that the bodies of all those who belong to Him 
will finally be raised from their graves, reunited with their 
souls and will forever be with Him in eternal glory             
(I Thess. 4:13-18). 

 But these are promises God has given only to His 
people!  Those who are not in a right relationship with 
Him also have a promise, but it is that they will face Him 
in judgment and will be driven from His presence forever 
(II Thess. 1:8-10).  Now that will cause any thinking     
person to really be afraid!  Luke 12:4-5 tells us that. 

 Are you afraid?  Donôt be!  Trust Godôs promise to 
save sinners and then trust His promises to take care of 
His people.  Jesus conquered sin and death when He 
rose from the grave on Easter Sunday morning long ago.  
Because of Him, we donôt have to be afraid.  Make it your 
policy to say to God, ñWhenever I am afraid, I will trust in 
You.ò Bro.
